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AHS Contract for English 1 - Accelerated 
 
 

English 1 – Accelerated is a yearlong advanced writing and literature study course designed for 
students who have demonstrated superior study skills and academic ability in literary comprehension and 
written expression. Applicants should have established a record of consistent attendance and excellent 
study habits, as well as the ability and desire to read and write about difficult literary materials. 

The course uses the same Language of Literature, level 9 textbook and many of the same 
supplementary materials as the regular, college-prep. English 1 course. However, greater emphasis is 
placed on developing skills for significantly deeper interpretative responses to a variety of poetry, fiction, 
drama and other literary works of merit. This course is designed to prepare advanced students who have 
clearly demonstrated outstanding performance in a variety of study skills including analytical reading, in-
depth understanding, critical evaluation, and essay writing necessary for successful advancement to English 
2 – Accelerated.  
 Because of the challenging nature of the extensive independent reading and expository essay writing 
requirements, only students who have achieved the “Advanced” level of CST scoring and a grade of A in 
junior high or middle school English courses should consider enrolling in English 1 - Accelerated. Written 
recommendation from your current English teacher is required. 
 A student’s commitment to the effort necessary for success in English 1 – Accelerated is initially 
established by his or her successful completion of the required summer reading and all related assignments 
prior to the first day of class. 
 

Required Summer Reading:  
The Odyssey by Homer—Robert Fagles translation ONLY 

Great Expectations by Charles Dickens 
 
       Students should be prepared for an essay assignment at the beginning of the school year that 
demonstrates evidence and analysis garnered from the summer readings. Failure to complete the summer 
reading requirements and related assignments may disqualify a student from enrollment in the course.
