9 Avisual that enhances your explanation: drawings, magazine photos,

collage, etc. Visuals must be in color (5 points)
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Suggestions to start a weekly content connection:

9 Ask yourself these questions—

1. What topic(s) did you find interesting, outrageous, or thought
provoking?

2. What do you think about what we studied?
3. What issues today are similar to the content idea from the week?

9 Set aside one day each week to complete your weekly content
